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MGR rules are to govern and take precedence over all others. 
Any situation arising during shows or sale that isn’t covered by the following rules shall be decided by the show host in consultation with those involved and MGR Show Committee if deemed necessary. 
SHOW RULES: 
1. Goats entered in the shows must be registered by the Myotonic Goat Registry. Original registration papers must be present during check in.

2. Age eligibility for classes will be determined by birth date on the registration certificate and the date of the show. Please use this link on the MGR website if you have any question on age.                     

3. Please use the full, correct registered name of the goat on entry forms. 

4. Every goat must have a permanent ID on its body.  Acceptable forms of permanent ID are; USDA scrapie tag, tattoo, or microchip. ID must match animal's registration certificate. Exhibitors must bring a reader if their goats are microchipped. Tattoos and Tags must be eligible. 

5. Exhibitor name on show entry form must match owner’s name on the registration certificate. Exception applies if the exhibitor has a signed transfer application dated less than 45 days prior to the show date.

6. One MGR Breeder Number constitutes one exhibitor but an exhibitor may have any number of handlers as long as exhibitor is present.

7. All Youth Showmanship exhibitors must know their breeder number and have the participating goat’s MGR registration certificate available. 

8. Youth showmanship is free to youth, however they must also be entered in at least one class in the open show.  They may scratch but must be entered.
9.  All goats must have a health certificate not dated before July 25, 2026 and the show address must be your destination. Scrapie rules apply. If you use microchips, you must furnish a reader. Tattoos MUST be legible. Scrapie tags are acceptable. You must bring an extra copy of your goat’s health certificate that will be retained by the show secretary.
10. All goats entering (OR) for exhibition must meet all the requirements for entry into (OR). Any goat found to show evidence of sickness will not be allowed to show; no refunds will be given for these goats. Goats showing evidence of disease, such as: foot rot, pink eye, sore mouth, abscesses, hair loss associated with mites, healing or open wounds, lumps or pustules will not be allowed to enter the barn or show and may be released by officials.

11. No changes to Entries will be made after 7/18/2026. (Unless you are scratching)

12. All goats must be shown with a collar and lead and be under the control of their handler at all times. Bucks must always be secure.

13.Show secretary reserves the right to split large classes. 

14. Every goat on the premises must be entered in at least one show. Only exception is if nursing doe is entered, kid is not or vice versa as stated in MGR rules and regulations.

15. Entries postmarked after July 18, 2026 will be subject to the late entry fee as shown on entry form.   No late entries will be accepted after 7/25/26 *Please contact the show host when mailing late entries. 

16. There will be no refunds of entry fees.

17. Exhibitors are expected to be aware of and abide by the Official Sanctioned Show Rules of the MGR.   These can be found on the show page of the MGR website by clicking here.

 18. Youth exhibitors are to be accompanied by a responsible adult.
